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There are some people who give a
lesson with their every sentence,
that we can't get enough of what
they say.

Captain Oznur Aydost is one such
person. She will be the captain of
the Sigacik-Samos ferry this year.
The name of his ship is GONUL
(Soul).

Just before the first voyage of the
season on April 23, she takes us
on her soul ship with her life
experiences.
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Teos Marina: Ms. Oznur, welcome to Teos Marina.
We are very happy to see you often during this
season. Can you tell us about yourself so that
everyone can know it?

Oznur Aydost: Hi, I'm Oznur Aydost. | have been a
sailor for 38 years and a captain for 34 years. | have
captained yachts, sailboats, ferries and sea buses so
far.

Teos Marina: How did you first start this profession?
Oznur Aydost: In fact, it started by running away
from home. While everyone was running away to a
husband, | ran to the shipyard. Since | was educated
in Germany, | knew German and English and |
wanted to have a better job. | also loved working
back then. A person | met at the shipyard offered
me a job to turn a puller into a yacht. | was already
doing all kinds of boat maintenance work at the
shipyard. So we got on a puller and went to
Tavsanburnu shipyard. Thus, | became acquainted
with the sea in its full meaning.
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One of the duties the captain gave me while | was
doing this job was to watch over the other workers so
they wouldn't burn the boat while they were blowing
the outside of the boat to rub the paint. | never forget,
| immediately prepared the hose and water. Not long
after, the caulk from the blowtorch ignited and the
boat began to burn. | put out the fire shouting to the
workers, of course they were also very scared. It was a
38 meter-puller, after all. While | put out the fire, the
workers ran away. Orhan ipekoglu, the deputy
regional manager who was there at that moment,
heard the incident and made me call him. At first he
thought | was a boy, then he was surprised to see that
there was a young girl in front of her. When he heard
that | was working without any paper in my hand, he
said, "You are the type to be a sailor," and encouraged
me to take out the deckboy paper immediately. It was
1986. Then | continued to work and became a sailor
and a master sailor, respectively. Then | took the
exams and won with a high score and became the
port captain. Then | took another exam with heavy
math topics such as load stacking, and got to the next
level by being in the top three out of 152 people.

Teos Marina: So this is how your story began.

Oznur Aydost: This is how my adventure with the sea
began, yes. This profession is a fun and not a joke, it
must be learned well. | am happy that | chose this
profession, it is very important that you keep yourself
up to date by getting the necessary training. Keeping
up with technology is very important. It is necessary to
g0 to courses and trainings to learn, not because
there is an exam at the end. It is very important to
always stay on the same line and to inspire those who
come from behind.

Discipline, knowledge, skill, punctuality and love of the
sea are indispensable. | grew up with discipline
because | studied in Germany.

Teos Marina: We know that you've worked in
different professions in between.

Oznur Aydost: Sure, | worked in the yacht agency
office. | worked as a shipyard manager and port
manager, assistant marina manager and marina
manager in various marinas. | learned a lot from
all of them, but the field | really love is boat repair.

Teos Marina: What is your advice to our young

people?

Oznur Aydost: After having children, women in
Turkey feels as if "life is over" and do nothing.
Women need to constantly improve and update
themselves. In a male-dominated world, women
are always compared to men. You have to win this
comparison as a woman. What | mean here is not
to compete with others, but to compete with
yourself. Prioritize experience, not money, money
comes later.

Teos Marina: You have two more valuable
identities. One is your identity as an athlete, the
other is as a mother.

Oznur Aydost: | am a former national
taekwondo player, 1985-1986 Turkish
Taekwondo Champion, and | also took the 3rd
place at European Taekwondo Championship. |
did many different sports, from floor gymnastics
to football, from diving to squash. | also have
degrees in athletics.

| have a son named Baris, | adopted him from
the Child Protection Agency when he was 3 years
old. He was a child diagnosed with autism, now
18 years old and he's out of the disabled class,
he became a very successful student. He will
graduate from high school this year and has
completed his cooking training. As soon as the
school is over, he will start working as a chef
assistant. He went from a boy who didn't say a
word, didn't make eye contact, to a teenager
who became self-sufficient. This was of course
not only with the help of me, but also with the
help of our entire community. Everyone
surrounded us loved my son very much.

Teos Marina: This is so impressive. You have
done much more than giving birth to a child.
Oznur Aydost: I'll help him until the end, we are
ready for whatever life throws at us. This year is
important for us because he is graduating from
high school. He came to me with his fears, with
burns on his body as a child. But now heis a
young man with an electrical degree, a culinary
degree and he's also into cycling. | just showed
him the way, everyone around us had a touch
on him.

Teos Marina: Oznur Captain, we are very happy
to get to know you better. As Teos Marina, we
will be pleased to host you and your ferry
GONUL at our marina throughout the season.
Oznur Aydost: Thank you.

KANAGAWA'S GREAT WAVE

Well-known woodblock print by Katsushika Hokusai, 1830.

Kanagawa's Great Wave, Katsushika Hokusai's best-known work, is witnessing the power of the ocean this
time. This work, which is as impressive as it looks simple, is also a masterful example of perspective. Two
Mount Fuji visible through the waves and from the bottom left, the boat struggling with the waves, a box in
the upper left corner telling the story of Mount Fuiji. This work, which is the subject of poems, must have
influenced the French composer Claude Debussy so much that the composer dedicated his orchestra piece
La Mer to this work. You can see the work at the Metropolitan Museum in New York, the British Museum in

London, the Art Institute of Chicago, the Lacma Museum in Los Angeles and the National Gallery of Victoria

in Melbourne.
