My boat's name is Athena. My daughter Duru put
her name. She was only 4 years old then. We
brought our boat from Split port of Croatia in
2016.

Due to some unfortunate
events we experienced afterwards, | lost my wife
unexpectedly.

To keep his memory alive, | did my best to resist
those who said, "What are you going to do with
the boat, just sell it". | think most of all, | wanted
Duru to live together with the sea and the boat, to
adopt this as a way of life.

At first, | did not even know how to open the lids
of water tanks and operate the bilge pump, but
over time | gained knowledge and ideas about
many things. You know what they say, "Better to
ask the way than go astray.”

| learned a lot by asking and listening. Now, when
I look back, there are times when | acted clumsy,
but in the end, the learning cycle includes all of
them at once. If it weren't for what I've been
through, | wouldn't have dared to go out to sea
alone today.

What do you like most about the sea and
sailing?

One of my favorite things is sailing full rigged
alone in light wind. Enjoying the calmness and
the sea in the bay where there is no one.
Speaking of being alone in the bay, let me tell
you an interesting incident that came to my mind
which still makes me smile when | remember.

One day, | was anchored alone in one of the bays
in Sigacik Bay, feeling the intoxication of peace.
There was another boat next to mine and they
came as a family and they were having a lot of
fun. "Are you alone?" they asked. And when | said
"Yes, I'm alone’, they went "Oh dear! You can't be
alone. Come drink wine with us!” They made
such a wonderful friendly offer. | didn't leave my
boat to drink wine with them, but this made me
think a lot to myself wondering why it was
perceived as such a pathetic situation to be at a
boat anchored at sea as a woman alone.
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There are long periods when you and your
daughter live on the boat, how is life on the boat
with a child?

Especially during the pandemic period, we spent
1 year on the boat. | think we had the best times
of our lives with Duru during this period at Teos
Marina. We had the opportunity to establish
good friendships with fellow sailors and to be
alone with mother and daughter. Marina life has
become a part of our lives. If we did not sleep in
the sea, it was as if a part of us was missing. We
didn't go home even once a week. The feeling of
being inside the four walls was affecting both of
us negatively back then.

Does your daughter Duru love boat life too?

| can say that Duru adapted to the boat life more
easily than | did, maybe it was because she was
used to the boat since her childhood or maybe
because it was in her soul. She can perform
every task on her own, ranging from arranging
her room, to steering while at sea, to filling water
tanks when they are empty, to wiping polluted
solar panels. In fact, if you ask me, being on the
boat is much more enjoyable than being at home
with a child.

There are many activities you can do with your
child in the marina. The list goes on, from
playground to swimming in the sea, from lying in
the hammock in the Garden of Eden and read a
book, to play football and volleyball, to swim in
the pool when we overwhelmed by the heat, to
take morning walks, evening walks, sailor chats,
and bike tours. Even last year, we had a very
pleasant time in the Garden of Eden of Teos
Marina, where we gathered with sailor friends in
the marina and organized activities that add
value to each other, such as woodblock printing,
fabric dyeing, and rope knitting. So if you ask
"How can you draw good results from a bad
event like a pandemic?” I'd say that during the
past two years, we have had the best answers to
this question.

In short, | can say that we
have become like a family here. | would like to
take this opportunity to thank my friends who are
responsible for our security, especially my
friends at the mooring staff, whom | call when
I'm in a difficult situation, so that | feel safe, and
all the employees in the front office and
management who seek solutions to all my
problems. Just last month, when | was at sea,
my gear lever fell out and | slowly made to the
marina entrance and | was safely moored
thanks to the seamen of the marina. Everything
you expect from a marina, even more, is right
here. Another thing | like is that you can reach
beautiful bays in just half an hour after getting
on the boat.
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You have a social media account called
"Gezgezyinegez" and your number of followers
is quite high. How did you decide to open such
an account and what are you sharing in there?
"Gezgezyinegez" is a page | created to share
about my travels. Rather than sharing photos, |
use it to give detailed information about the
places | have visited and seen. | went to England
and Scotland for the first time as Aupair when |
was 20 years old in 2002, and | fell in love with
that geography on my return. On my way back, |
promised myself at the airport that one day |
would hit the road again to travel the world. |
spent about 10 years getting my life in order,
working and earning money. | got married and
had a daughter. | could travel now when my
daughter got a little older, and | can really say
that | have been traveling non-stop since the day
| left her for the first time.
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| will probably have been in my 54th
country, Mexico, at the time this issue
is published. After Mexico, | will go to
Colombia, one of the countries that
people are most afraid to go to.



Joking aside, my biggest dream is to

hit the road without a return ticket and
live in other parts of the world for a long
time without returning. In fact, in order to
realize this dream, | want my daughter to
take a break from pre-high school for a
year and come with me to realize my
dream as soon as she finishes
secondary school. So maybe 4 years
later, we will be on the road as mother
and daughter, who knows.
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| have a bad habit of sharing what | have learned
as well as the places | have visited :) | like to
learn deeply about the country | go to. | start with
its history, then its people, my observations, and
sometimes the things | eat and drink. | write with
the energy | get from those who say, “We travel
with you while you are traveling, thanks to you,
we are as if we have gone to places we could not
go”. Because while | am traveling, my business
life continues, even when | am working, | keep
planning my trips and | always try to convey
detailed information through my social media
account. Due to this fast pace that not everyone
can easily cope with, when | return, | usually fall
ill and fall into bed. On the last day of the trip to
Africa, | almost fell into the crocodile pool and
almost became food for crocodiles; two hours
later, | was flying over Victoria Falls by
helicopter, and in the end of the same day, | was
hospitalized when | returned home after taking

3 flights which was 11-hour. My advice to you
would be to say, "Cling to life with the thought
that you have a child and try not to hurt yourself
while you're traveling."
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As a young mother and traveler, what would you
like to say to parents and young people?

While | was traveling and discovering new
places, | took Duru with me whenever possible.
She is an incredibly good and harmonious
companion for me. This year we went to Egypt,
Iran and Nepal with her. | think it was also her
25th country. And Iran is one of the countries
that she likes the most and that sticks in her
memory. A huge achievement for a 10-year-old
girl. My advice to parents is to separate their
children from the fake and virtual world of the
computer, and to design their lives to be more
intertwined with the real world. Because today's
children, unfortunately, think that the real world
consists of the virtual world. Even cooking with
the child, cleaning the house and the boat play a
big role in gaining self-confidence.
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Thanks to this, my daughter has long had the

ability to cook her own omelet, chop her salad
and fill her stomach. The previous year, while
she was sailing in the sea in the freezing cold
weather, instead of being sorry for her frozen
fingers, | thought that she was actually building
her future.

The most well-known mistake is the idea that
"you can't travel with small children®. | never
agree with this idea.

If you can adapt to your child while you are
traveling, he or she will adapt to you too.

For example, we tried to keep the travels we
went with Duru as stable as possible, we rented
a house, cooked meals, and provided her with a
comfort zone. This gave us the opportunity to
travel comfortably. As a nation, we like to
exaggerate things and spend our lives with what
is imposed on us. Thus, our lives pass by without
realizing it.



Once, while visiting a castle in a very difficult

mountainous region with Duru, at a time when
we thought we had accomplished great things, |
witnessed a foreign couple carrying two babies
on their backs and two babies in a kangaroo in
front of them in the same castle.

What I'm saying is that life with children is
actually not as difficult as it seems, it is in our
hands to shape them. Duru is more sailor than
me right now, more traveler than me. | think our
biggest duty as parents is; it should be teaching
our child to experience the real world and raising
awareness while doing this. They go to school
somehow, learns the alphabet somehow, but no
one else can teach them things that only you can
teach.
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My advice to young people is; They
have the ability to act independently
from their parents, to organize, and to
take part in social responsibility
projects somewhere in the world
before starting university, perhaps
spending a year experiencing life in
this way. Thus, while improving their
foreign languages, they also gain one
of the greatest achievements in life.

The wind, which has been howling for three days, keeps blowing SY/Butterfly from
starboard to port. Like every bay closed to the north in Sigacik Bay, here in Starfish
bay, | am tired of sitting on the boat and listening to the Chinese torture. It's mid-July,
actually the normal breeze has not come yet. But when it comes, we want the wind
not to be boring. (You can't please us, there is always less wind, too much wind, too
cold and too hot.) So jump on the SUP and go to the shore...

The steep rocky outcrop in the middle of the bay divides the bay into two, there are
ancient ruins on the west, a rectangular pool neatly carved into the rocks that
interests me, and a small doorway to the sea, but a boat can't enter, | wonder what?

Could it be to keep the fish they catch alive? It's because there were no ice back =

then.

There are traces of small, ancient settlements in almost every bay, the coast is
generally soft limestone.

It must be easy to carve, make stairs, cut it and use it on the wall. Hollow by the acid
of the rain, the roughness of the sea from above up to the border where the plants
begin. Beaching here would be a disaster. With the grinding of white limestone, we
find patches of white sand to anchor our anchor among the noodle algae in almost
every bay. What | tell you on the shore, | see it when I'm cruising with the SUP. My
current goal is to walk up the hill separating the neighboring bay to our east on the
coast.

What a beautiful thing a group of good people have marked with red and white paint
and marked the walkways. In the walks | take at every opportunity in Gokova and
other bays, | stumble upon those signs, thank you.

The maquis lay to the north as if the hair of the slopes was combed, most of the beaches
were rounded and rounded with pebbles, some of them were colored, and the waves
created a set on the shore due to the constant pushing and shoving of the waves. On my
shore excursions, the ease of the SUP means that instead of dragging the dinghy, I lift
the SUP with one hand and put it on the shore.

Even though | wore closed shoes this time, | will still wear shorts, the notes of the walk
will be written on the legs with the fresh thorns of the year. | dive where | catch my eye
on every walk, Navionix on the phone also becomes a navigation aid on land. Who
knows what applications are on Uncle Google's maps, my system works without internet.
I was finding my way back during the walks | took in the Greek Islands. If you ask
someone for directions there, they will describe you as “turn around the corner of the
church, turn left at the other church”, the islands are full of churches, too many churches
to remember for me.

| approached the hill, sitting on a flat stone under a tree and resting, looking at the boats
firsthand, not from a drone, from here. The cove has embraced the boats with its
turquoise sands, our cove from the top, each cove is different. While looking at the boats
that | share the bay, | think: Our stomachs are full, but wouldn't it be a more satisfying
meal with pickles and a nice salad?

For example, according to your wallet; We can sit around the sea bass laid in the middle
of your table, the sea bass is beautiful on its own, but it turns into an unforgettable meal
with the additions, such as appetizers, hot starters, etc., that turn the paper strip that
comes out of the machine in the hand of the waiter at the end of the meal into a work of
art.
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Although every meal you eat at the
restaurant is unforgettable today, how can
we make our day unforgettable with the
side dishes under and around us at the
table that nature has prepared for us?

At the end of the walk, | throw myself into the sea,
cauterize the scoreboard on my legs with salt water
and sit back and digest my day.

After taking selfies and posting how much fun we
had, the day ends. Beyond getting into the sea and
cooling off, is it worth getting out of the marina and
getting a diesel? I'm thinking, the sea bass tasted
good, but if you only knew how good it would be.
Do not be misunderstood, of course, using the
magnificent power of nature, like hitting a wild
horse with a beautiful wind, is the best of the
tenderloin, we can feel it in the race. When | say
race, | do not mean to pass the boat next to us, but
to get the maximum efficiency from the boat belong
to us, the pleasure of passing ourselves.
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It is the choice of the pasha's heart when we visit
foreign countries, when we travel to our bays, to use
our boat beyond the summer house, to oil what nature &
offers us, or just to go after which restaurant is better
the fish is fresher, the drink is cheaper, etc. | am
wrong, it is the right choice. | will not say, | will put out &

the garnishes so that anyone can buy them.

| wonder, what's behind that rock? Why is that fish

moving like that? Why is the octopus in order, it makes
a garden with the shells of the crustaceans it eats.

Why did the trees and maquis bend over? How did the
! rocks get so crumpled? Questions are questions, even
though we can't find the answer, it's good to think
about.
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Southwester shapes both
rocks and bushes.

Dinghy

The dinghy, which we can consider as an extension of our boat, is a very
valuable piece of equipment, | think it should be taken seriously. According to
me, my standard (while cruising in distant seas and diving a lot) is that the
boat should be large enough to tow our boat when necessary and its engine
should be of that power. Here, for a boat around 40 feet, 2.70m and 5-7 HP
engine will work to some extent. | trust the boat more than the life raft in
abandoning the ship, will | be able to throw the heavy raft into the sea in that
chaos? Will it open? But our boot is ready (unless you deflated it and folded
it). A good boat will expand your horizons, and if you are diving, it will take you
to the place where you will dive without making sure that your boat is
anchored. Most importantly, you will not be trapped in the boat. Although

| have seen many boats, many keeps their boat on the deck, they do not even
use it.

SUP/Canoe

SUP or canoe is slowly starting to appear overhead,
but most boats are no more than a platform for
entertaining children. | may sound fanatical because
| have traveled around European lakes and rivers
and US canyons with SUP, but believe me, our
shores are wonderful for SUP.

| adapted the "standup" part of the main purpose of
SUPs as "sitting down". The paddling that | am used
to sounds better to me. Any shape is okay, as long
as we're above the water. Earlier, | explained how to
paddle in SUP. Sports aspect aside, you can't better
reach the indentations in or out of the bay.
Wandering among the rocks of the bay, like the
sculpture exhibition, they will take you away, if you
look closely. You admire the power that once
crumpled the layers at the bottom of the sea like
paper and stacked them on top of each other. If you
are a fan of the pictures, you have to look closely to

see them.
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Explore

Sitting on our boat, swimming around to
cool off is not enough for the movement
our body needs. When | anchor, my eyes
scan the shore to see.if there is a chance
to walk. If the city is in a port, places to
see, festivals. The real places where we
are going are not by the sea, but a street
away.

While we were wandering abroad, we
always used to go inside, if you stay
where you are, nothing will happen to
you, like a coward merchant, it will not
make any profit or harm. We were lucky,
good things always happened to us.

Far afield

| asked “Where can we watch Semana Santa
events?” to a marina manager in Spain. The
manager's answer was "no one has asked me this
until now, Il take you tomorrow". And we had a
fantastic day and it goes without saying that we made
new friends afterwards. Passing by Butterfly in Tahiti,
they took me in when | hung out with the paddilliyans,
and my paddling together for a year turned into a
friendship that sent us off with gifts, which consisted
of cutting a tree from the mountain and carving it out
and making promises. Many yachts have come and
gone from Tahiti, how you pass is up to you. As for
our own neighborhood, we have similar memories in
the neighbor. It is up to you to create these
conditions, now let's move on from the social aspect
of the walk to the sportive aspect.
