INTERVIEW

Teos Marina hosted two very valuable names with their boats last month.
We listened to the stories of Volkan Narcı, the founder and Chairman of the
Board of Directors of the Marine Life Conservation Association, whose
activities we closely follow in the field of protecting the seas, and Engin
Hınçer, the director/diving instructor, about what crossed their paths and
helped them set sail for an amazing adventure.
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Teos Marina: First of all, welcome to Teos Marina.

Thank you for hosting us on your boat. We know, but

let's ask you. Which brings you down here to Teos

Marina?

Volkan Narcı: Thank you for this interview. Let me get

straight to the point, this process we are in is literally

an adventure. It is a journey we embark on to

contribute to the concepts of the common sea,

common cultures, common lives and common marine

life, both for the protection of the Marmara and the

Aegean and the Mediterranean. The crux of the

problem is that Marmara is an inland sea, as you know.

And it's actually a very ancient and young at the same

time, and it has incredible biodiversity and richness

with its straits, currents, with its feature of being a

biological corridor. But of course, it has not seen the

value and protection it deserves until today.

Unfortunately, life in the Sea of   Marmara is in danger

due to many external factors such as being around

Turkey's 7 largest cities. This was our purpose for

embarking on this journey, this adventure. The same

marine life as in Marmara exists in the Aegean and

Mediterranean. We know this as divers, and we set

out on such an adventure to demonstrate it. Our tour

started from Heybeliada, we will go from here to Kaş

and we will do seabed cleaning by diving at every

point we stop, and we will record the common species

and different species in the seas.

Teos Marina: Who else supports you while doing this?

Volkan Narcı: We are in constant dialogue with

scientists, NGOs and fishermen. We take records with

them and turn them into an archive. We are constantly

under water. We measure our own waste, we monitor

how much waste we produce on our boat. And in the

final, our director Engin Hınçer records the whole

process so that you can watch us as the third eye of

this process. As I said, in this project, we also clean the

seabed in the places we go.

 

Today we are here as guests of Teos Marina, and we

will clean the bottom of the fishing port in Sığacık. It

has been 25 days since we set out, and we have dived

to more than 40 points. More than half of them were

the points where we dived for the first time.

Engin Hınçer: This is how we set out with Volkan.

Actually, I have a diving center in Alsancak. It's name is

Megalodon Diving and Outdoor Sports Center. This is

also an art gallery. We are opening many exhibitions in

our gallery in the Umurbey neighborhood, formerly

known as Darağaç. Many artists already live there. I

came up with the idea for this shoot with them and it

turned out very well. I have known Volkan for a very

long time, I know his work. We are trying to be as

supportive as we can. When he first told me about this

project, I said let's do it without a second thought.

Today we will clean the fishing port, and by using the

objects we take out from under the water, we will

transform them into art works and exhibit. I wish you

would know what we get out of underwater. We only

see the surface of the sea, but what is at the bottom?

What are we throwing away, what damage are we

doing? We plan to turn them into works of art and

display them in our art gallery. Our artist friends Onur

Kocaer and Ali Kanal are working with us. Today,

we're going to do our dive and take out what's at the

bottom of the sea and send it there. As we work on

them, we will continue our journey. So I am very

curious what they will create.

After that, we will dive down to Kaş and Kalkan. We

will turn these shots into both a book and a

documentary. Well, planning for shooting and the real

process are always different as you might guess. There

are so many spots to dive into, we have a world of

visuals at our disposal. So it won't be a one-episode

documentary. We make small posts on our Instagram

page. There is a lot of demand from our followers, but

we do not want to blow the surprise. People are also

excited. They follow us more and more each day. And

we do give teasers from time to time. Of course, it is

difficult for us as well, we are two people cruising. It is

very difficult to cruise by boat, to dive and to shoot

these shots at the same time.

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Engin Hınçer: Especially the editing and post

production process of the shots takes a lot of time.

Sometimes, after returning to the port in the evening, 

I sit until late at night and make videos after cleaning.

We are trying to evaluate this process in the best way

possible. It is also very important for me that Volkan

believes in his dream so much. That's part of what

motivates me. I hope we will realize our dreams after

this project. In the end, we will create beautiful things.

Volkan Narcı: Actually, this is the longest coastal

survey we have done in Turkey to date. I mean, this is

a kind of underwater biodiversity monitoring program.

The support of scientists is of huge importance. Their

suggestions are invaluable. Universities are already our

partners in all of our projects. To talk specifically about

this project, we come together with all the universities

on the way and scientists who are experts in this very

subject. For example, we come together with coral

experts when passing through Çanakkale, and with

experts on conservation areas, fishing and

sustainability while passing through the Aegean.

After all this process is over, we will share the list of

species we have encountered with scientists, and we

will be evaluating the data that emerges about which

species are in which sea, whether they are invasive or

not, and what are the common species in different

seas. As a result, it turns out that most of the living

species in the Mediterranean and Aegean are also

found in the Marmara. Then we ask, "Why can't we

protect Marmara as we protect the Mediterranean and

Aegean Seas?" So Marmara is actually our last refuge

area. Climate change, global warming, species

invasions mean that we are unable to protect our seas.

There's an incredible amount of unsustainable

sustainability involved. We are constantly consuming.

Fortunately, Marmara has been declared as SEPA

(Special Environmental Protection) zone and the

ministry is taking the necessary precautions. There is

an action plan. But this action plan now needs to be

put into action. We are in contact with many

universities on this issue. We have close relations. We

are in the field, they are in the office, in the laboratory.

And we would like to thank marinas like you who

helped us in this process.

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Teos Marina: Mr. Caglar, first of all thank you for
taking the time for us. Could you briefly tell us
about yourself?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: I would like to thank you very
much for your appreciation and for wanting to
include me in your valuable magazine. I was born in
Izmir in 1968, my life has always passed in Izmir. I
am a mechanical engineer. I have a company that
makes special machinery manufacturing and
industrial robot applications. I have a job that I love
very much and I continue my job actively.
Teos Marina: We know what kind of sea lover you
are. When did your interest in the sea begin? What
prompted you to live a seafaring life?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: Actually, my love for the sea
started long ago. My father didn't buy me a bike
when I was a kid, when the bike was the most
important, instead he bought a boat and a
motorcycle. With the closing of the schools, I
would go to the boat, and with the opening of the
schools, I would go to the school from the boat.
This went on until the windsurf I bought from a
tourist in Cesme in 1987. The surfers of that time
were primitive things made of plastic drum raw
materials, with aluminum poles and keels.
Afterwards, I continued with funboards such as the
high quality windsurfler Xantos2 with the
developing technology for many years.
During my university years, I learned that as
mechanical engineering students, we could do
engineer officer internships on long-distance ships.

And I decided to take this opportunity, taking my
seaman's wallet and having experience in the
engine room, on the deck and on the bridge of the
Marmaris1 ship of Koçtuğ firm worked at Atlantic,
Biscay and English Channel.
And again, I realized that the sea was indispensable
for me, seamanship was not for me, but navigating
a boat was absolutely indispensable.
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Teos Marina: What is the story of your current
boat LAURUS1?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: Laurus1 is my third boat, my
first boat was a dovetail sailboat. And for many
years, I used my surf or my boat, whatever the
weather allowed.
Later on, I came across a boat made by Karadeniz
Kurucaşile in Mordoğan. The chestnut classic
named EGE was a formerly sailboat with a keel.
Although I tried to buy this boat and give it a good
overhaul and equip it with a rigging, I wasted a lot
of money and time due to bad craftsmen that came
across with my luck. As a motor boat, I managed to
float it, albeit with difficulty.
I used it for a while when a boat appeared that had
nothing to do with the one in my dreams. I sighed
and looked at the sailing boats passing by, said to a
certain extent, and said goodbye.
And I learned something else that selling boats is
the easiest job in the world, but buying a boat is the
hardest job in the world.
And my long, but impatient search began with
postings, shelters, marinas, friends, acquaintances.

And one day, I came across an advertisement on
the internet, I said "This is it". I started talking to
the owner. I came to Teos Marina on the eve of a
holiday, looked at the boat and liked it. Thanks to
my former owner Suat, who made it everything
easy as possible, I became the new owner. I wanted
to change her name and put my daughter's name
with his permission. But I saw that Defne/Daphne
is used a lot in boats, and I named it LAURUS,
inspired by Laurus Nobilis, which is the Latin for
Defne.
Teos Marina: You are one of our guests who spend
the most time on the boat in our marina. What do
you like about marina life?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: I am not one of those who live
on the boat all the time, but I enjoy spending all my
time on my boat. The Laurus1 is a 37 feet boat and a
French Jeanneau-made single hull polyester sailing
boat with adequate comfort. It provides an easy life
with its refrigerator, kitchen and three cabins.
The friendships brought by the sea are really
something else, as time passes, people understand
better. Marina life brings you closer to these
people. You enjoy sharing and helping each other
without any self-interest.
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V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: When people enjoy this life,
they find it difficult to understand other people. Of
course, there are difficulties that are endured with
joy, after all, you are in a narrow space, we should
not forget the rainy and cold days, although it is
not a home comfort, you handle the laundry in a
way.
In order to love life on the boat, it is necessary to
be at peace with oneself. One must be tolerant of
solitude. Difficult weather conditions, sea and
disruptions push you into a real struggle.
My father, who watches my life, reminds me from
time to time and says, "Remember, man is a land
animal". The bridge between the passion for the sea
and the land is the bridge that makes my life easier.
Marinas provide us with many of our needs, such as
water, supplies, cylinders, fuel, technical materials
and so on.
Teos Marina: How long have you been in Teos
Marina? What keeps you here?
 V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: When I bought my boat, my
plan was to take it to Mordoğan's fisherman's
shelter. The contract at Teos Marina expired in the
week I took over and I didn't want to set off with
my boat that I don't know yet, so I decided to stay
with the inviting offer of the marina management
and I've been here for 5 years.
The fact that it is a very sheltered natural harbor
and especially the beautiful people of the D pier
connected me here.

By the way, I can't thank enough for the service
quality of marina's seaman. Sığacık bay, which is
windy most of the year, is extremely convenient for
sailing and is a blessing for us in many coves when
you want to spend time at anchor or at sea.
In addition, the fact that Teos Marina is the choice
of many real sailors who have traveled the world
gave me the opportunity to meet them, listen to
their great experiences and learn.

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Teos Marina: How do you spend a day on the boat?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: In fact, it starts with planning
during the week before I get on my boat. The
situation of the wind guides me. I spend the days
when there is no wind or very low on my boat at
the marina. Depending on the time I will spend on
my boat, the first thing I do is to shop for supplies
and put the supplies in the refrigerator and fill my
tanks with water.
I definitely have a simple breakfast, and then there
is something to be repaired and renewed on the
boat anyway. It can be plumbing, furniture varnish,
engine maintenance, according to the plan I have
made before.
Even if there is something to be helped on the
neighboring boats, at least with your visits,
conversations and good sharing, the day
progresses with neighborliness.
I have a small library, so on days when I'm lazy,
reading maritime and maritime resources is a
distinct pleasure for me to fill my lack of
knowledge.
I heard bad talk about those who don't have happy
hour at the end of the day, so I'm scared and I try
not to delay :)

I prefer to cook and eat my dinner on the boat, but
I wish there wasn't a dishwashing job...
On some nights, watching TV is relaxing and
entertaining thanks to the free marina internet.
Teos Marina: Do you cruise frequently with your
boat? Which routes do you prefer for long cruises?
Which bays do you prefer around Sığacık?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: Having the wind is enough for
me to sail. In the evening, I will definitely return to
my marina or anchor in a suitable bay. My favorite
bays are Nergis and Kocaçukur.
Even though my business life - I'm on the eve of
retirement - doesn't allow for a long cruise, the
holidays are an opportunity for me.
For some reason, I always look to the north as a
route. The wind is abundant, the bays are available,
the weather is cool. For example, it is very nice to
go to Mordoğan, Manal, Balıklıova and return. It
gives me great pleasure to be able to do these in
limited time. I remember the seas and shores of my
childhood. All my good memories are refreshed,
warms me up, gives me peace...
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Teos Marina: What would you recommend to those
who want to buy a sailing boat?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: They can start by consulting
with experienced sailors who have sailing boats.
Then they can learn their real needs and limitations
by renting a boat. For sailing yachts, it will be easy
for them to ditch the small boat. Many bays allow
anchoring, permanent or temporary
accommodation/shelter is possible in marinas or
fishing shelters. Considering the wavelength in the
Aegean Sea and life in the boat, it better not be
smaller than 32 feet. Costs such as care and
accommodation should not be ignored. I think that
boats between 32-37 feet are sufficient for the
beginning.
We have very experienced quality marine and
sailing instructors. Our sailing federation also
supports this issue with various programs. They
should definitely start by getting good and detailed
training from the right person.

Teos Marina: Have you had your boat's winter
maintenance done? Do you take care of the
maintenance yourself or do you get support from
the technical workshops in Teos Marina?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: As a winter maintenance, I get
help from the technical workshop of our marina of
which I am very satisfied. Other than that, I do all
engine, electrical and rigging maintenance and
repairs myself.
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That's what I recommend to almost everyone. A
boat business is not like a car. You are alone with
your destiny in the middle of the sea. We should
not forget Murphy, who you did not see on your
boat, but who sailed with you, and his unfailing
laws :)
Teos Marina: You must have had unforgettable
memories during your cruises.
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: Of course, in the 90's we went
out with one of our friend's boats. Because of skills
as a mechanic, I was always the first to be invited
on the boat. I used to mend the engine and the
windlass of that boat used to keep breaking down,
like always ! Everyone would swim, I would make
repairs with the key in hand. One day we were in
Kaynarpınar, the neighbor boat had a breakdown,
so a chubby man asked me for a V-belt, but I didn't
have it with me. Then I saw that the name of his
boat was KADINIM (My Woman), and the guy who
wanted a V-belt was the late Tanju Okan... (A
famous Turkish singer)
I always say that sea introduces you to beautiful
people...

Teos Marina: What do you think connects people and
the sea so much?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: It is about one's nature, if a
person's nature is blue, it means that he/she's meant
to be at sea. Many people have definitely been found on
the sea, on the coast, skipped stones and found peace,
anyway. Maybe it's because humans are 70 percent
water.
Teos Marina: How do you find the new generation's
interest in the sea? Do you have any advice you would
like to give them about their love of boats and the sea?
V. Çağlar Emiroğlu: Our new generation is very
different. A generation that knows what it wants, has
high self-confidence, makes its own decisions and
breaks its grip. Yes, they are very lucky and I am very
hopeful too. Many surfing and sailing schools have
been opened, of which I am a founding member and
they can get good education under the auspices of the
federation. There are vocational high schools and
universities on maritime and boating now, they can do
a happy job by choosing the sea as a profession. They
can improve themselves by listening to the pleasant
experiences of real sailors. Let them not forget that our
country, surrounded by seas on three sides, needs
more sailors. I wish them fair winds and following seas.

Meteorology measurement station 
establishes in Teos Marina!

 With the initiatives of Teos Marina General Manager Faruk GÜNLÜ and the
support of the Aegean Regional Director of Meteorology, Davut ÖZTÜRK, a
meteorological measurement station has been installed and put into service in
our marina.

Thanks to the Teos Marina meteorological station numbered 17493 which is
installed on the green lighthouse on our breakwater, not only our yachtsmen in
our marina, but also all sea vehicles, fishermen, farmers and residents of the
region can monitor the weather conditions instantly from now on. 

Now everyone can instantly monitor information such as temperature, pressure,
humidity, precipitation probability, wind direction and wind speed easily and find
all the information about the weather conditions in Sı acık at
https://izmir.mgm.gov.tr/sondurum/turkiye.aspx  next to the heading "SI�ACIK
MARİNA FENERİ". 
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And the Champion is Medine Havva Tatlıcan!

Ayhan Boyac2oğlu is a trained sailor who grew up in 1zmir and went to Istanbul for his
education and business life, and now works as a senior manager in an international
technology company. Staying in Teos Marina in summer and winter with his boat TETHYS,
Boyac2oğlu is one of those who carry his workplace to his boat. You will read a successful
escape story from the rush of the metropolis, the uncertainty of the pandemic, and the wheels
of the system.
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Teos Marina: Mr. Ayhan, can we get to know you better?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: Well, I was born and raised in İzmir. Then, when I realized that I spent half of my life in

Istanbul, where I went to university, there was a Covid-19 pandemic that changed everyone's life, and we

found ourselves in Izmir again by evaluating the pandemic, full lockdown periods and remote working. I work

as a senior executive in an international technology company. I mostly work at the computer in multinational

meetings. After the pandemic period, the change in business life and the changes in our own lives, we

changed our lives around the boat life and Teos Marina, and after being a boat resident for almost two years,

we decided to move our house in Istanbul to Güzelbahçe last month. In short, I now live in Izmir.

Teos Marina: It means that you are one of those people who escaped from the chaos of the metropolis and

returned home. How did the idea to buy a boat come about?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: As a result of the closure of hotels during the pandemic period and the decrease in

departures abroad, we turned to the camping holiday, which we could rarely do before. There was always a

sailboat in front of us in the most remote and beautiful bays we went on our holiday to camp in the Datça

region in August 2020.

While we prefer places where you can go by car, we imagined what other beauties these boats experience,

so we started watching sailing cruise and training videos every time we lay on the beach during that holiday.

When I was leaving Datça after that holiday, I started to call my friends one by one who had said the word

"sailing" before, and I learned that a friend of mine was giving training before I came to Marmaris. About a

month later, we had already organized a one-week initial training on sailboats in Marmaris. When we

completed our training between Marmaris and Söğüt, we realized that our lives would change completely, and

we bought our first sailboat less than a month later, before we even had an amateur seafarer certificate. In fact,

since the port offices were closed due to the pandemic, we could only use our boat to live in the marina for

about 6 months.
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Teos Marina: How did you cross paths with Teos Marina?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: When we decided to buy a sailing boat, I looked at many boats, but after examining the

market a little bit, it seems that you need to decide where to put it before you decide on a boat. Many boats are

sold with their berthing place and this is a very important detail as there is no berths left in the marinas around

these days. At that time, we used to live in Istanbul and started to look for boats in Izmir marinas, which we

could reach as fast as possible and close to the south seas. By chance, the boat "Ekinoks" anchored in Teos

Marina became our first boat. So we preferred İzmir and Teos Marina, perhaps because it is my hometown.

Teos Marina is a natural harbor and has access to beautiful bays. Being the only marina in the region ensures

that the bays are clean and calm. In addition, you can plan your long vacations on the South Aegean coast with

an 8-10 hour cruise. Apart from this, although we work remotely, face-to-face meetings may be required from

time to time and you can reach Istanbul, the center of business life, by car in 4 hours or you can quickly go to

different cities from Izmir airport. We love Teos Marina because of the convenience it provides to our sea and

business life.

Our current boat <Tethys= is a Jeanneau Sun Odyssey 44 DS. We got it from a neighbor in Teos Marina. Being

a 44 feet and 2 cabins boat by its nature, it gave us a lot of interior space and the study / map table in the

rooms would make it easier for us to both live and work, so we had to give up Ekinoks, which was our first love

for 1 year when we heard that it was for sale. Ekinoks, a 2008 model Jeanneau Sun Odyssey 36i, was very

useful for us to learn the mechanical structure of the boat and we repaired every part of it during the long winter

months we spent on it and brought it into a very good condition.
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Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: Therefore, although it was difficult to leave Ekinoks, where we worked so hard, we sold it

in a much shorter time than we expected and we started to spend our second winter in Tethys, which was not

even had a webasto then, and of course, the first thing we did was to install a webasto. Afterwards, we dream

of using Tethys for many years, which we have overcome with more experience. The former owner gave the

name Tethys and we liked it so much that we did not change it. It has two meanings, one of which is a goddess

in Greek mythology, the other meaning is the name of the ocean that covered all the seas in our geography

200 million years ago. I like the second meaning more and I think that the boat gets its name from the beauties

it is in.

Teos Marina: You are one of our yachtsmen who live on their boat in our marina, summer and winter, what are

your favorite aspects of marina life? What difficulties does it have?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: For us, boat and marina life has become a way of escaping from the city and even from

Istanbul. We had the opportunity to experience it during the pandemic and full closure periods, and it can be

said that we got connected as we tried. Teos Marina is like a site with a big garden and neighbors for us. Of

course, living on a boat has its difficulties, but when we think about it now, all difficulties seem like beauty to us.

Being a small space requires a minimal lifestyle and you try to beautify it with the limits of the space you are in.

A sofa set cannot be bought on the boat, but covers can be sewn on the existing seats, and it is no different

from a house with artificial plants and simple trinkets that will turn it into a warmer living space. Everyone asks if

we are cold in the winter, but when you wear sweatpants with slightly thick booties, webasto keeps the boat

warm all the time. In fact, when you look at the total cost, it can be even more profitable than the cost of natural

gas required to heat a house when it is always on. Apart from that, the biggest challenge may be the dishes.

But when you get practical on cooking on the boat and learn to do less dishes, it's not a big deal. In general, we

meet all our needs with only solar energy and we have almost no electricity bills.

To be honest, I feel very sorry for those who only use their boat for 1-2 weeks of travel a year, we feel very

lucky because our job and way of life gives us the opportunity to live on the boat all the time.

Teos Marina: How is your routine day at the marina?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: In order to catch up with our shift starting at 9 in the morning, we usually wake up early

and take our dog Yaz (Summer) for a walk. We start our work in front of the computer with a coffee and tea.

Making fresh coffee, which we grind in a hand grinder without using electrical tools while living in the boat, with

the water we boil on the stove with the V60 technique adds a great quality to our lives. Since we work 1-2

meters away from where we sleep, we actually spend the transportation time we earn here to improve the

quality in other parts of life. Towards noon, we prepare our breakfast, whichever one of us has a job available

that day. We work on the computer outside or inside the boat, depending on the weather. Sometimes my

colleagues ask me to open the camera, it is really a great chance for us to be able to live in the peaceful view

while looking at the camera. In the evening, we either take a walk in the marina or in Sığacık and have dinner.

When we need to spend time in the boat, the television that we operate via inverter is our biggest

entertainment. Of course, since I am a person whose job and hobby is technology, I may be a little more

empathetic to the sound and video systems we use in the boat, but as I said before, the total cost is in any case

less than in a house.

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Teos Marina: Do you cruise frequently with your boat? Which routes do you prefer for long cruises? Which

bays do you prefer around Sığacık?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: I can't say that we take a cruise very often, but we visit the surrounding bays every

weekend in the summer, depending on the wind conditions. We mostly stay out of the marina on weekends.

Apart from this, we have been able to make 3 long cruises so far. The first of these was the Çeşme region, the

second was the Dalaman Gulf and the third was the Datça region. We are preparing for the 12 Islands cruise in

the coming weeks. Even though Teos Marina is a very fast marina to reach the south, we can only go south on

cruises longer than 1 week, since the round trip takes at least 2 days.

Teos Marina: Do you have any advice for those who want to buy a boat?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: I highly recommend the 1-week onboard training, which is our first experience, to

everyone. This is a condition so that there is no question mark in your mind about "I can do this job or not". In

addition, you can experience everything and decide in a training that is done by living in the boat instead of the

trainings taken on a daily basis or with training boats. Apart from sailing, you automatically learn how to use a

boat toilet, what it is like to live without a dishwasher, how to use limited water carefully. Other than that, no

matter how much you research, your first boat will not be your last. There will be small differences that you will

notice as you use it, and you will have priorities that you will never know without the owner of the boat. For this

reason, buy your first boat, use it and be ready to change it after you get to know yourself. I've known people

who have spent years looking for the best, but I think experience in boating is pretty important, so my general

advice is to experience it as soon as possible.
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Teos Marina: Have you had your boat's winter maintenance done?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: I generally try to solve the issues such as electricity and plumbing myself, but I make use

of the workshops in the marina for engine maintenance and land maintenance. I think we formed a good

friendship with almost all of them, and when I pick up the phone and ask a question, I can say that we are

friends because none of them made me feel like a customer.

Teos Marina: Do you have an unforgettable moment during one of your cruises?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: Raşit Ünlü, the owner of the Theraphy boat, who was our neighbor from the same pier

when we just bought the boat and we weren't very experienced yet, said <Hey, folks! What are you doing

during the holiday? If you don't have a plan, we're going to Çeşme. If you want, you can come too.= And we

accepted this offer with eyes full of fear. We had set out with the boats Theraphy and Delphina and of course

our Ekinoks to Çeşme and had a rigorous training with the guidance of the captains Levent and Raşit. We had

learned almost everything on during that cruise. When we came across a wind of over 30 knots on our first

cruise, I guess we understood that our experience had increased 30 times and we would have to deal with it

with 30 hands at the same time. Maritime brought us both good friendships and an indispensable lifestyle. I

always remember the phrase I heard that day, "A calm sea does not make a skilled sailor".
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Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: Life at sea is both a sign of freedom and brings with it the process of recognizing and

respecting the limits set by nature. You can feel very clearly that you have to live in harmony with nature, your

own strength and weakness, and you witness how this process develops people. At the point where you start

to enjoy this development, you become a sailor. Watching the weather, clouds, wind, wave and accepting that

it changes you, not you, must be something that today's people and technology have made us forget. Maybe

we are trying to dominate nature with the great technologies we have, but this reality is very different for the

sailor.

Teos Marina: What do you think about Turkey's sailing report card?

Ayhan Boyacıoğlu: In our country, sailing and living a marine life are seen as a retirement plan, but I don't

think it is necessary to wait until retirement to take advantage of the chance that a country so intertwined with

the sea gives us. For us, this love started with a whim and an opportunity created by the pandemic, but I think

young people should give this alternative way of life a chance. I see that there are young people who turn to

sea life only with family interest, but this is not enough. Sailing is a very important sport for character

development and physical development. The development of the ability of children starting at a young age to

decide, apply and see the results on their own in tiny sailboats will be very effective in the development of their

characters. While everything is virtualized in today's technology, the generations who grew up seeing only a

virtual effect of everything in their lives scare me and I think that sailing is a very important alternative in this

regard.
