“BAYS OF SIĞACIK“
BY SADUN BORO

From the pen of our late Turkish sailor, Sadun Boro, who crowned his sea
adventure with his first open sea, trans-Atlantic voyage in 1952, with his world

voyage on his boat named Kısmet, and instilled the love of the sea and the
spirit of adventure in young generations, we convey the still enduring beauties

of Sığacık Bay with the nostalgia of those days.
On this occasion, we commemorate our valuable sailor who was born on

November 1.
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HELLO AEGEAN!
In front of the Dardanelles, where the un�que

�nd�go waters of the Aegean and the gray waters of
the Marmara are very clearly separated... 

As �f a border had been drawn between them.

 Now, each of the beaut�ful Aegean bays 
are just wa�t�ng to welcome you...
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(Lantern)

(Proh�b�ted Area for D�v�ng)

The w�de, deep Gulf of Sığacık extends between Teke
Burnu to the west and Doğanbey Burnu, 14 m�les
southeast of �t. R�s�ng to 700 meters on the west s�de,
the Kıran Mounta�ns slowly descend to 400 meters
and descend to the water l�ke a f�st at Teke Burnu,
v�s�ble from afar. Although the �ron-framed
l�ghthouse at the t�p of Teke Burnu �s d�ff�cult to see
dur�ng the day aga�nst the texture of the land beh�nd
�t, �t never gets t�red of gu�d�ng sh�ps all n�ght long.
There �s no port on th�s s�de other than Gökl�man.
The Doğanbey Pen�nsula, wh�ch forms the eastern s�de
of Sığacık Gulf, tapers towards the south l�ke a wedge
and ends at Doğanbey Cape. It �s also mounta�nous,
r�s�ng to 400 meters. About 1 m�le from Doğanbey
Cape, �n the d�rect�on of monks, 50 m. Doğanbey
Island �s located at a h�gh alt�tude.

The wh�te �ron l�ghthouse on �t, l�ke �ts ne�ghbor Teke
Burnu l�ghthouse, sheds l�ght on sh�ps com�ng from
Kușadası and the Samos Stra�t. On th�s s�de of the
bay, huge summer res�dences and cooperat�ves bu�lt
on the slopes above the bays are v�s�ble from afar.
W�nd: The w�nd of Sığacık Bay �s famous. Breeze and
northerly weather blow down the w�de bay, �nclud�ng
the seas, at several t�mes the strength of the w�nd
blow�ng outs�de, so be careful.

(Map)

The entrance of Gökl�man, also known as Kokar,
located 2 m�les north of Teke Burnu, comes from the
east and �s d�ff�cult to d�st�ngu�sh from the land
texture beh�nd �t. The steep rocky northern cape
projects about half a m�le eastward from the lower
southern cape. There �s a large f�sh farm just off both
capes (4M). Com�ng from Teke Burnu, you can pass
between the farm and the coast. Be careful about
these f�sh farms, espec�ally at n�ght. Ins�de, the port �s
d�v�ded �nto two branches l�ke a sl�ngshot.

(SIĞACIK BAY)
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The f�rst bay �n the east does not go �n very far, �t
becomes shallow after half way. There are shacks of
farms outs�de on the beach. A d�rt dr�veway leads
down to the west s�de of the bay, where farm eng�nes
dock at the dock. If you anchor at 6-7 meters and
anchor to the west or east bank, you can sleep
comfortably.
The ma�n harbor �s the other bay, wh�ch enters l�ke a
fjord for more than half a m�le �n the d�rect�on of the
land w�nd. There �s a sh�p buoy �n front of the cape
between the two. W�ld ol�ve trees and green shrubs
grow among the steep, gray rocks on both s�des of the
bay. The deep bay narrows towards the end, end�ng �n
a shallow pool w�th fresh water �n �t. You can anchor at
7-8 meters �n front of th�s pool and anchor �t to the
rocks. Larger s�zed yachts anchor �n the m�ddle, �n
deep water (20-25 m.) and can accommodate seats
on both s�des.
Gökl�man has �ts own, w�ld and completely d�fferent
beauty. The s�lence of the n�ght �s broken by the
sounds of partr�dges �n the morn�ng. Its dark blue
velvet-l�ke waters caress the boats tenderly. On the
h�gh pla�n between the two bays, no construct�on has
started yet other than the hut of a shepherd fam�ly
w�th a herd of goats.
Kokar �s a very �mportant port between Çeșme and
Kușadası, where boats of all s�zes can eas�ly
accommodate �n all weathers. Unfortunately, as a
result of the �nd�fference of the author�t�es who could
not understand �ts �mportance, f�sh farms have been
�nvaded �n recent years. From the entrance to the end,
the western s�de of the b�g bay was f�lled w�th f�sh
farms, the number of wh�ch cont�nues to �ncrease
every year, and the�r buoys extend up to the m�ddle of
the bay. In th�s un�que bay, where 8-10 large and
small yachts used to stay every n�ght, yacht traff�c has
also decreased to a m�n�mum! 

F�nally, I th�nk the author�t�es came to the�r senses and
�n 2008, the farms started to be pulled out. Although
the ropes and rubble left beh�nd by the farms �n the bay
are more
Even �f �t stays for a wh�le, yachts can stay comfortably
�n th�s beaut�ful bay as before.

(Northern s�de of Sığacık Bay)
Along th�s 6.5 m�les coast, h�gh mounta�ns retreat
�nwards, leav�ng the�r fronts to the pla�ns. Small bays
h�dden w�th�n the capes cont�nue one after another.
These are beaut�ful, secluded bays where you can take
shelter �n the breeze and northerly weather and stop for
a sw�mm�ng break. Let's v�s�t these bays �n order,
start�ng from the west towards Sığacık Port:

(Düverl�k Bay)

After Kokar, h�gh mounta�ns on the western s�de of the
large gulf descend steeply to the sea, and there �s no
bay to enter for approx�mately 4 m�les unt�l Düverl�k
Bay. Düverl�k �s a small, charm�ng bay w�th a sandy
beach, clear sea and wooded surround�ngs, enter�ng
from the north. It �s anchored at 5-6 meters �n front of
the beach, on a m�xture of sand and seaweed. Breeze
and northern weather do not d�sturb the bay. On the
west s�de, anc�ent sta�rs carved �nto the rocks lead down
to the sea. In fact, �n many of the bays along th�s coast,
you often v�s�t old ru�ns and h�stor�cal ru�ns.
�s encountered.

(Ilıca Boshphorus)

A quarter of a m�le above Düverl�k Bay, Ilıca Bay enters
between steep cl�ffs on both s�des, narrow�ng �n the
d�rect�on of the w�nd l�ke a fjord, and ends at a pebbly
beach. The w�nd descends strongly down the valley. It �s
a somewhat gloomy and w�ndy bay.

(Papaz Boshphorus)

Papaz Boğazı �s separated from Ilıca Bay by a h�gh,
steep cape. The bay, wh�ch enters towards the north, �s
d�v�ded �nto two by a cape �n the m�ddle. Both the
beaches and the sea are sparkl�ng sandy. Beh�nd them,
the lush, wooded valley extends �nwards, between
canyon-l�ke slopes. They are very beaut�ful bays. In the
west, a small house �s surrounded by trees and a d�rt
dr�veway comes to m�nd.
In front of the beaches, 4-5 m. If you leave �ron �n
water,
You can enjoy the sea �n your own pr�vate bay, �n a
perfect natural decor. It �s a port �n breeze and northern
weather.
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(Dem�rc�l� Harbour)

A few small bays are formed between the Papaz Stra�t
and Dem�rc�l� Port, 1 m�le east of �t, and small capes
s�m�lar to them emerge from among them. An
underwater rock v�s�ble on the map rema�ns �n the way,
be careful.
Dem�rc�l� Port, wh�ch has a beach from end to end, �s the
largest and w�dest bay on th�s s�de. A green, ol�ve grove
pla�n extends to the foot of the mounta�n �n the
background. 3-5 houses are d�ff�cult to d�st�ngu�sh
among the trees. In summer, tents are set up on the
beach. 4-5 m �n front of the beach. It anchors �tself on
the sandy ground, and the l�ght breeze enters.
In the east of the w�de bay, a pen�nsula extend�ng to the
south �s connected to the coast by a th�n, low �sthmus,
and there are a few ru�ns on �t. A small bay enters the
north of th�s pen�nsula �n the east d�rect�on. Local f�sh�ng
boats are sheltered here �n all weathers, �nclud�ng
southern ones. 2-3 m �ns�de. There �s water around.

(Yarımada Bay)

The small Pen�nsula Bay, located between the pen�nsula
ment�oned above and the coast to the east, �s one of the
most beaut�ful bays of th�s coast. The pen�nsula,
cons�st�ng of wh�te l�mestone rocks, descends to the sea
w�th a gentle slope and �s v�s�ble from afar.
Three rocks r�se from the water s�de by s�de �n front of the
bay. The passage between the rocks and the eastern
cape of the bay �s w�der and deeper. The coast �s a sandy
beach, the bottom �s sand close to the shore. It �s
anchored at 3-4 m. You can sleep comfortably �n the
breeze and northern weather. A f�sherman's hut �n the
garden beh�nd the beach overlooks the bay. A d�rt
dr�veway leads down to the beach.
Beach: After the Pen�nsula Bay, the 3-m�le coastl�ne �s
adorned w�th small lace-l�ke bays. Some of them are
p�ne and wooded; Both the beach and the sea are
sparkl�ng sand. Most of them are deserted, they have not
yet fallen �nto the hands of human be�ngs and turned
�nto a p�le of concrete. In some of them, small s�tes have
been establ�shed. 

Although there are l�ght w�nds, they are beaut�ful bays
to stop for a sw�mm�ng break �n the breeze. The sandy
beach of the w�de easternmost Azmak Bay �s full of
caravans and tents �n summer. Beh�nd �t, a w�de, green
pla�n extends to the mounta�ns. The w�nd blows over �t
w�th all �ts majesty.

(PORT OF ENTRY & DEPARTURE)

In the northeastern corner of the Great Sığacık Bay,
Sığacık Port, wh�ch gave �ts name to the bay, h�des
beh�nd the pen�nsula �n �ts west. 60 m when com�ng
from the south. The southern cape of th�s h�gh
pen�nsula, K�ll�k Cape, �s the westernmost cape on the
eastern s�de of the gulf. Houses and s�tes r�se above �t.
The bay, wh�ch has a sandy beach and sea below,
becomes a harbor �n the breeze. Th�s �s the local beach,
a d�rt road leads down to the beach. The Old Port of
Teos rema�ns to the east of �t, beh�nd �t �s the flat pla�n
lead�ng to Sığacık. Small bays, hotels and beaches are
l�ned up one after another on the pen�nsula's west coast,
wh�ch extends 2 m�les to the north.
