On March 29, the season's first ferry departed from Teos Marina and docked at the
port of Vathi on the island of Samos.

As every year, | joined this inaugural trip—not only to experience the emotions of
our passengers firsthand, but also to ensure their comfort and safety, and to
personally observe any issues that might arise.

This year, the new license plate recognition parking system we installed at the haul-
out yard entrance successfully eliminated the long vehicle queues we used to see
every morning. | also observed how the increased number of check-in counters
allowed for faster, smoother boarding with minimal waiting.

Since it was the first day and stocks were limited, items on the Setur Duty Free
shelves sold out quickly. However, in the following days, the shelves were restocked
and expanded by the staff.

All passengers had taken their seats on board a good 15-20 minutes before
departure. Once the agency completed the necessary exit procedures, the ferry
departed right on time.

Although the onboard café of the IDO fast catamaran was not yet open during this
first crossing—leaving passengers without tea or coffee options—the service
resumed as usual on subsequent trips, much to everyone’s relief. <

As you soak up the joys of your summer holiday, we'll be working behind the scenes
to prepare for our major infrastructure upgrades, starting in the last week of
September. Our goal is to complete each dock and infrastructure replacement—
starting with F, then E and D—within two weeks per dock, with all operations
running in parallel. To avoid hauling boats ashore, our current plan is to temporarily
relocate vessels moored on F, E, and D docks to newly created berthing areas within
the marina for two-week intervals. If you're a boat owner at Teos Marina and plan to
be away on a longer cruise during September or October, are considering hauling
your boat out for maintenance, or simply intend to keep your vessel docked and
unused, we kindly ask that you inform our front office team. This will greatly assist
us in managing the transition smoothly and efficiently.

Just as we swiftly recovered from the unexpected tsunami following the October 30,
2020 earthquake between Samos and our marina, you can rest assured: our
experienced team will handle this transformation quickly and effectively, taking
action without delay.

A Gentle
Reminder.

‘We kindly request all vessels navigating
between the green lighthouse and the
shallow water buoy in front of Esek Island to
reduce their speed to a minimum (below 3
knots) in order to avoid causing disruptive
waves to boats at anchor, where others may
be enjoying a quiet meal or drink.

Likewise, when entering or exiting the
marina—or navigating within the marina
basin—please proceed at very low speed to
ensure the comfort and safety of all our

guests.

As of May 2, our marina office and fuel
station will be open daily from 08:00 to
20:00.

‘When sailing in Sigacik Bay, please keep a
close eye out for dive buoys to avoid
endangering the lives of divers in the area.

Wed like to gently remind everyone that
food and water bowls for our four-legged
friends are located in the marina’s
marketplace area.

Please refrain from feeding them elsewhere
on the marina grounds, especially near the
docks.

If animals grow accustomed to those areas,
they may wander into boats through open
hatches—some may even give birth on
board or become trapped, potentially
harming themselves or your vessel.

Also, in accordance with our marina
regulations, pets must not be left

unattended in any part of the marina.

‘We Rnow you always check the weather
forecast before setting sail.

For real-time local conditions that can help
guide your route and timing, we recommend
visiting the official meteorology website:

MARINA FENERI" Por
up-to-the-minute readings from our on-site

weather station.

‘For security reasons, guests visiting your boat
are only allowed into the marina premises with
the boat owner's prior approval.

IP you're expecting guests while you're away,
please inform our front office by email in
advance—so we can welcome them without
delay and avoid keeping them waiting at the
gate.

Similarly, if third-party service providers (e.g.
maintenance or cleaning crews) will be
accessing your boat, they will be required to
submit  insurance,  occupational  safety
documentation, and pay an entry fee.

Please ensure these individuals or companies
contact our Pront office beforehand to
